
How to get from the Hotel to the Academy: 
 
You walk: 
 
You leave the Hotel (Motel One) and turn to the right and follow 'Nikolaistraße' (about 
100 m), cross 'Grimmaische Straße', then follow 'Universitätsstraße' (about 200 m) 
up to a place with a memorial (statue of Daniel Albrecht Thaer). There you turn to the 
right and follow 'Schillerstraße' (about 200 m) up to the building of the 'Deutsche 
Bank'. Leave this building to your right  and follow 'Martin-Luther-Ring' right around 
the corner in the western direction (about 200 m). You go past the building of the 
‘New Townhall’ of Leipzig. Then you come to a crossroads with traffic lights and 
several car- and tram lanes. Cross 'Martin-Luther-Ring' and 'Karl-Tauchnitz-Straße' at 
the traffic lights. Then follow 'Karl-Tauchnitz-Straße' in the western direction. The first 
building on your left is the Saxon Academy of Sciences (Karl-Tauchnitz-Straße 1). 
 
You take the bus: Bus ticket ‘Kurzstrecke’ 1,40 € 
 
You leave the Hotel (Motel One) and turn to the right and follow 'Nikolaistraße' (about 
100 m) up to 'Grimmaische Straße'. There you turn to the right and follow 
Grimmaische Straße' up to the bus stop of the bus line 89 (about 100 m). The bus 
stop is at the southern narrow side of the Old Town Hall. Take the bus and leave at 
the third stop 'Neues Rathaus' (Please note: there are two stops 'Neues Rathaus', 
you take the second one). This stop is directly in front of the building of the Saxon 
Academy of Sciences (Karl-Tauchnitz-Straße 1), you only have to cross the street 
once in the southern direction.
